Kalani is ranked 2nd amongst all of the public schools in Hawaii

The U.S. News Best High Schools rankings and data offer the most comprehensive information available on public high schools in the U.S. The 2016 edition includes profiles on more than 21,000 high schools and rankings of the nation's 4,707 highest-scoring schools across all 50 states and the District of Columbia.
Kalani High School is ranked 2nd within the State of Hawaii. Students have the opportunity to take
Advanced Placement® course work and exams. The AP® participation rate at Kalani High School is 54 percent.
The student body makeup is 52 percent male and 48 percent female, and the total minority enrollment is 90 percent.
Kalani High School is 2nd of 49 high schools in the Hawaii Public Schools.
