Ocean Science Bowl

On Saturday, February 4th, 2017 high school students from all over the state competed in the Hawai'i Regional competition for
the National Ocean Sciences Bow! (also known as the Aloha Bowl).

This educational program was developed to stimulate interest in the ocean sciences among high school students and
demonstrate to the public the importance of the oceans in our daily lives. One of the long-term goals of the program is to foster the
next generation of marine scientists, educators and policy makers for the ocean sciences. During the competition, students were asked
three types of questions: toss-up buzzer questions, bonus questions and team-challenge questions. Unlike the oral questions, the team-
challenge question was written out and handed to both teams at the completion of the first buzzer round. These questions required
higher cognitive skills, often using visual aids such as charts, maps, and graphs and the students worked together to earn as many
points as possible. Question difficulty increased as the competition progressed. All of the teams played each other in the morning
round-robin rounds, with the top teams advancing to the double-elimination round. The winner of the last double-elimination round
was crowned tournament champion.

Maunakea Scholars Program
Three ambitious Kalani High School students will conduct sophisticated astronomical research using some of the world's most
powerful telescopes.

The AP Seminar course, typically taken in 10th or 11th grade, equips students with the ability to look at real-world issues from
multiple perspectives. Through a variety of materials—articles to research studies to foundational and philosophical texts— students
tackle complex questions; understand and evaluate opposing viewpoints; interpret and synthesize information; and construct,
communicate, and defend evidence-based arguments. Education, innovation, sustainability, and technology are examples of themes or
topics covered in AP Seminar. However, teachers have the flexibility to choose subject content based on student interests, whether
local, regional, national, or global. By tapping into students’ personal interests, AP Capstone gives students from a wide range of
backgrounds an entry point into stimulating coursework more than ever before. Students are assessed through: a team project and
presentation, an individual project and presentation, and an end-of-course written exam.

In the subsequent AP Research course, students design, plan, and conduct a yearlong research-based investigation on a topic of
individual interest, documenting their process with a portfolio. Students build on skills developed in the AP Seminar course by
learning how to understand research methodology; employ ethical research practices; and collect, analyze, and synthesize information
to build, present, and defend an argument.
